The Race
has been considered o lump problewm,
Real progress depends on cunsidering
members of the iroup as the intelli-
gent, the unintelllizent, the educated,
the uneducated, the moral and the
immoral. He predicted a possible de-
velopment that will include the Race
without sepaurate standards,

“Differences of Exeriences”

The cdueator stated that the out-
ward handieap of the Race Is not the
outstanding obstacle of progress. It
iz that too Iitle ix expected of it
The general opinfon -that our Race
cannot contribute anything to hu-
nunity is a great handicap, This at-
titude is it matter of mere difference,
a blas of mind. ‘The condltion in-
volved has been improved since the
World war, Dr. Locke nsserted.

ldeals would amount to little or
nothing, the author predicted, unless
a hasis may be found for co-operia-
tion hetween the two races. “The
Race hus new contributions to make
and must be glven a chance,” he said,
He viewed the contributions as tak-
ing form in spiritual and cultural
phuses of Ufe. le viewed the real
difference hetween the races as a dif-
ference of experiences.
