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The destiny of Israel is to become a Baha'i State. They will support the Inter-
national Institutions of the Faith., ®orld opinion {s pro-Arad but in tizme it will De-
come pro-Israeli. The Jews have suffered long eaough, their reward is to bdeocoue a
Baha'i State. The decline of Islam is beginaing--they will be punished for thelr
treataent of the Bab and Baha'u'llah.

The evening the Guardian began speaking about the ooaing ocalamity - he was very
eaphatio and after he left, Ruhiyyilh Khanum and the meabers of the International Counoil
stated that they had mever heard hiz speak with suoh foroe or so decisively. He said
the ocoming calanity would be worse than war, Cities would evaporate, especially in the
oities where it is hardest to teaoh the Paith, suoh as Hew York, Chicago and San Fran-
olsco. Aneriocans would become refugees to &ther continents. The U.§. would suffer the
208t because it was the most materialistio. Burope was the oradle of msterialisa but
the U, 8. was the stronghold of zaterialisa. HMussia would also suffer greatly. ie said
there was no difference between Russia and the U.5. in their systems bDecause they were
both materialistio - cspitalism, which is purely materialistio and Coxsunisa, whleh
controls the proletariat. The coalng calaaity would be retributive.

'Abdul-Baha went to the U.3. to speocifically wakea the matlon to its dangera. His
aission was a failure - doth froa the standpoint of the Baha'is and the Americans. That
can be discerned by reading detween the lines of lils addresses in imerica.

The Paith will be spreed by the dark-skinned races, by the so-called unciviliszed
peoples. The Baha'is of the U.3. are going through a trensitional period and they will
be in a position Of specators in the spread of the Faith ia comparison with the spread
of the Faith in Africa and azong the yellow-gskinned reces.

S8peaking egain about the calamity the Guardiean saild it was retributive and referred
to the passage in Hidden Words: °All of e sudden the unforesesn ocalazity, eto®, and to the
quotation about the’Liads of mankind will quake®. It especially applies to the U.S.
because of the iaportance of the U.S8. It is now America's time to suffer. Referring
to the coning cataclysm, the Guardian states that the world needs a blood-letting be-
cause of over-population of such oocuntries as China, India, Japan, FKefers ot it as
high blood-pressure and also to the usheulthy condition of many of the pecple - bad
blood. Sally Sanor asked if in the future whean there would de no aore wars would there
be a prodblex of over-population and the Guardian replied that solence by that tine
would have solved the food problea,

The Guardian stated that the U.S. was chosen as the oradfle of the World (Adainin-
istrative Order) not because of its spiritual gqualities but because of its oorruption, the

sane as Persia was ohosen for the Revelation because they, the Persians, were worse than
African savages - far aore darbario.

After the comlng of the ocslmuity, the U. 8, will fulfill the prophesy of °*Abdul-BSaha
that the U, 8. will lead all other nations because of its suffering. The Guardian said
he had given up warning the friends because they pald no heed to hia. FPurthermore, that
this calamity had been destined. The Guardian stated that 'Abdul-Baha had warned the
friends. He warned thea - but that they were heedless. It is too late to save the
world., The Message of Baha'u’lleh hus been in the world for over 100 years and has
been rejected. The ocalamity will be sudden.

He spoke of our statesmen froa the President dom, all were helpless and iapotent.
Algo stated that we were not an altruistio nation - we were only helping other countries
to save ourselvea. BSaid the submarines bullt by Russie will paralyse the United Kingdea,
Vestern Burope, the Mediterranean, the Pacifio and Atlantio seabords. He stated the
U, 8, did not wigh to ocalesoe with other nations - only wished to proteot herself.
Baha'is have falled with the Negro rece im the U.8, There should bave been 20re inter-
marriage. 8peaking of LOVE - the Americans love money, their wives, thelir hozmes, their
posssasions, their friends. Just as there is a deoline in the value of the Ameriocan
dollar, thore is also a decline in our morals and home 1life.



Spoke of the large deficlt in the Pund. (Jessie Revells said we should give
every nonth. The size of the contribution had nothing to do with it. One
eontribution to the International Fund was for §1338)

The Guardian said the oalaaity would happen before the Lesser Pesce. He said in
Anerica the Bahu'is should not ouly leave their hoaes but should go as far away as pos-
sibtle. Viotorles oome only froa ssorifice and self-abnegation. The grenter the saeri-
fioe the greater the victory, Baha'ls should lower thelir standard of living in order to
give are.

I asked the Cuardian if the calamityoould be averted. Ho replied, "No." I asked if
it would be all of North Aumeriea and ke seid 20stly the United Stated.

The night of Ridvan, the Guerdian started the conversation by saying he had received
over 1000 telegrais from asseablies all over the world, meationimg specifiocally Salsdurg,
Lnnesdruck, Milan, Hiroshisze. Edna True cabled to say Luxemburg had aoguired its Hazire,
The Guardian cabled baok and asked her, "that about Stogkholm, Lisbon, and translation
lnto Lapp language?*®

Isabel Sabri (she is in Africa) asked what attitude toward missicnaries should be,
the Juardien replied, we aust be careful with Jovernients and reokless with aissionaries.

The Guardien repeated asny times thut more settlers should oome to FPranoce and the
Soandanavian occuntries from the United States.

Sally Sanor asked the Gua:dian what the eaployee of the American Aray should do in
sase of an elert as we would be eveouated. He sald if our jobs interferred with our
resaining at our posts we should ohange our jobs. The Guerdian seld that unless the home
Pront (The U.8. and England) iaproved, we may not have the Babhdad Conferemce. He said
all the virgin areas far exoeeded thelr goals but the hoae front lagged far dehind.

One evening I esked the Guardian about tae reference in Gleenings to the sister
of Baha'u'lleh, He replied that some of the half-sisters of Babam'u'lish were loyal to
12 and sone disloyal. She was a loyal sister.

The Guardian stressed many tizes that there had not been a Christian oivilization
Por oenturies, only a materialistio eivilisation,

Several things he
thought wer done partioularly well, as the way in whioh Dr. Townsend showed the early
sollapse of Christianity. How Paul, took it ocut of Pete's hands and how the Teachings
vere diluted, then the adulation of Islam and the greut foree it had in the world,



He was talking about how free we keep ourselves froam the churcbes. If we pray
the Lord's Prayer we are denying our Faith, *The Kilngdoa® has come and it ig the
World Order of Baha'u'llab, not the Revelation, as great as it is. The World Order
is the flower of what Baha'u'llah brought and we sust not oonfuse it with the
AMainistrative Order., He spoke of the gemeral promise givem by all the Prophets for 6,000
years, then the speoifiec promise given by Sheykh Ahmad and Siyyid Kaszim, the arrivel
of the Promise (The Bab and Baha'u'llah), taen the Cowenantd and thenm the eventual ful-
fillaent of the Worid Order whioh would unfold when the world became unified, and it ocouldn't
be spirituciized until it had becozme unified. It raimed whean I arrived and the
Guardian quoted *The World's equibriuz hath been upset®, He said even the weather
is affected,

The last night, I agked the Guardien if I oould ask s gquestion, and he said I ooculd,
1 said that a person who did zost of the teaching in our comsunity ocncentrated oompletely
on the Bible and that pecple were hurdly given any of the Teaohings. The Guardian said,
“That 19 a Persian. They tesoh from the Koresn and the Bible. It is ocld-fashioned,
hen the Master returned froa Anerios, when He was in Egype, He wrote the Fersians and
said they must ochange thelr teaching methods and that they aust teaoh as He had taught
in Surope and the U, 8, using the universal Temchings, empbasizing the ONENESS OF
HUMARITY and the ratiomal proofs.

The Guardian talked about the steps in the development of a Faith. I think there
are seven steps (I do mot recall the steps) There is obsourity in which the Faith
is ia zost countries, then emergence, them repression as the Faith {s ia Persia and
Geraan (geginaing), them recognition, then something else and finally establishaent, as
for example the Church of Bnglend., He sald, whioh you have of oourse heard before,
that we should appreciate Catholicisa in Christianity end the Shiah's in Islaa, because
they are both purer end nearer to the wishes of Christ and Muhammad.
