Mrs. Towell, recenlly come from Shoghi Zfiendi: He
wishes us to give unyuslified obedience to, &and heve un-
swerving felth in, the National Spirituel Assewmbly,, who are
directed by spiritual forces.

Shoghi Eifendi believes the next was will probably see
the dark skinned people against the white skiuned people.
On the west coast of this country we have the Jupanese
problem, and in tre south tae Mexican and Negro problems.
It is our duty to recognize social equality as well as spirit-
nal. '/e should invite these people into our homes and
agssocizte with people of all nations of tune world, recogniz-
ing tnem as souls, not as Japanese, Chinese, &c. This
Shoghi Effendi believes the Bahais of America have not fully
accomplished. Tnen if tanis world trouble comes America
should act so it may be suved to carry on some great work.

The working out of the racial problem is tiLe rost
important thing in tuais country todaye.

Since visiting Falestine we nave become aware of tne
immense spiritual power ready to be released into this world
today and Bahalas are looked to to become channels for this
power.

Mrs. Oglesby(colored friend):-- We had & wonderful
visit with Shoghi Effendi. e are not the same people as
before we went away. Shoghi Efrendi asks how many colored
believers are in the centers. Are taney not welcomed? Why
zre there not more? We are a sencitive people and we have
been loozging for flaws. It is vital that the black man must

come into the cause, not for the sake of tne colored group.
but for the safety of the world. If these two groups join
hands the c¢ycle is rounded and everytining else will adjust
itself. When white people find tnhat Bahaias welcome tne black
people to full participation in friendship taey will attract
white veoule. The world is looking to see what the Bahaias
of America will do with tne blsck people, and we must not
talk about it, but actually practice brotherhood.

llany questions cawe up, but time after vime, Shoghi
Zfrendi came back to the colored problem and said that thrat
was the vital thing in America. He said that on every Commi-
tvee there should be at least one colored Bahei, even if the
same person has to be used over zand over. Study tie needs of
the csuse and then you will know thet tne black men is need-
ed in conmittees to express nis viewpoint and thus the chasm
may be bridged.

Shoghi Afrendi said he noped this would be done in this
assembly, if there is ouly but one drop of colored blood.
Shoghi Lffendi said rforce and understanding of ine psrawount
import=nce oi turning to this issue innediately and when you
do tnis you are standing on the strength of my prayerse

Bahaias have faults and the colored people are looking
for them. If we had ever found Mr. Mrs. Ober off duty once
we should have been lost, but they have never been off duty,
and s0 we became strong enough to turn our eyes from man to
God. ‘Wnen our Banai friends can hold up a light like that
and draw people against their wills, that is the light that
will attraect the whites.

In April
1920 I was in the presence or Abdul Baha whem a letter was
received irom a Chicago believer saying her house had bLeen
bombed. XYe remarked, "I told the Americans that the White
and colored people should be united, otherwise there will be
bloodshed. Until the past yesr Americe did not have enemies,
but the war created powerful enemies. Germany, Austria, the
Balkans and Japan are enemies and will combine with the
colored peogle in Lmerica. Americans are heedless of thise.
The devastation of America will cone. The bLonbing sud lynch-
ing are tne first rain drops of tue storm and now it is time
ror tae American people Lo srise and stem the tide.
