After the death of Sir Abbas Effend|
Abdul Baha, son of Baha Ullah, .at
Haifa last November, a claim was inads
hy his eldest brother, Badech Ullah, for
the custody of the shrine of the founder
of the movement, now sltuated at Acca,
The claim, however, was bitierly opposed
by Shoghl Effendl, grandson of Abdul
Baha, who was a student at Cambpridge
at the time of Abdul Baha's death, and
by several influential members of the
Rahal community., They declared It con-
trary to both the will of Abdul Haha
and to his interpretation of the will of
his father, the founder. Bitter animosi-
ties were aroused among the followers
in Palestine as a result, leading to sevs
cral serious outbreaks, .

CHICAGO, July 18—Albert Vall, for-
mer Unijtarlan clergyman and one of
the leaders of the Bahal movement in
America, safid tfoday that the Amarican
followers of Abdul Baha recognized the
grandson of the founder as the true
leader of the Church. '
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
